
 
Competitors will be entered in 4 classes: Beginner, Novice, Intermediate and Expert. 
 
Classification into classes will be at the discretion of the Championship Co-ordinator, based on the 
navigator’s previous experience. 

Beginners will be provided with a marked map. Novices will be given the route instructions 45 minutes 
before their due start time (it would be advisable to arrive in good time). Intermediates and Experts will 
be given sealed envelopes, containing the route instructions, to be opened at specified points during 
the event. 

SCCON championship points will be awarded as per the championship rules. 
 
Competitors will be identified by registration plate and at Time Controls by their time cards. 
 
Awards will be presented at the finish after the declaration of the final results and will comprise:
